Safety Requirements Concerning Transportation in CAP Vans

1. What CAP regulation applies to transportation in CAP owned vehicles?  CAPR-71

2. What does the regulation require?

· Inspection of CAP van according to CAPF 73 at the beginning of each trip

· All occupants must wear seat belts

· Must not transport more people in van that there are seat belts

3. General Guidelines

· Driver must adjust both side mirrors to adequately see along both sides of van

· Never allow any passengers to move around inside while moving

· Station a person at the rear of the van to help watch while backing

· Do not let person stand directly behind the van, off to side only

· Vans are more susceptible to rollover because of high center gravity-slow down around curves

4. Driving Dumb-Following is a list of dumb things which traffic professionals see every day on the roadways in this country.  Have you been guilty of any of these?

· Putting on makeup while driving

· Talking on the telephone while driving

· Reading maps, newspapers, or magazines while steering with knees

· Following the next vehicle too closely

· Driving slowly in the fast lane

· Chasing emergency vehicles

· Letting kids ride in the back of a pickup truck

· Slowing or stopping on the “on-ramp”

· Kids riding with their feet out of the window

· Cutting someone off

· Holding young child while drive.  Not using safety seat.
