ANNUAL VEHICLE SAFETY INSPECTION INSTRUCTIONS
1. 

Annual vehicle safety inspection will be performed on all CAP-owned vehicles before 30 June by the Region, Wing, or Unit Transportation Officer and documented on the reverse.  Those regions and wings that are located in states with a required safety inspection are not required to perform this annual inspection; however, a copy of the inspection receipt/form will be maintained (if provided) in the wing vehicle record folders.

2. 
This form will be prepared in one copy and filed in the unit's vehicle records folder.

3. 
Individual conducting the annual safety inspection will determine whether the vehicle is operational or non-operational.  Regardless of the status, all discrepancies will be annotated on the inspection report.  If a vehicle is determined to be non-operational, all discrepancies causing that status will be clearly indicated and corrected before the vehicle will be returned to operational status.

4. 
Copies of all previous inspections (state and CAP) will be maintained in the vehicle record folder until replaced by the next inspection.

5. 
Trailers that are parked and used for permanent type facilities are exempt from this annual inspection.

6. 
Equipment inspection items are as follows:

a. 
Windshield: The windshield should be clear and free of cracks.

b. 
Headlights: Both low and high beam lights must operate and be properly aimed.

c. 
Beam Indicator Light: This indicator should light up when the high beam headlights are on.

d. 
License Plate Light: Light illuminates license plate.

e. 
Tall Lights: Lenses not cracked and lights illuminate when vehicle lights are on.

f. 
Stop Lights: Illuminate when brakes are applied.

g. 
Clearance Lights/Back-up Lights: Protectors not cracked or broken and lights illuminate.

h. 
Directional Signals: Illuminate in direction of signal.

i. 
Emergency Flashers: Illuminate and flash when activated.

j. 
Wipers: No breaks or cracks in wiper blades; do not smear clean windows.

k. 
Foot brakes: Free of excessive movement when activated and when pressed slowly.  Brake cylinder full 
of fluid and brake lines free of cracks, corrosion or deterioration.

l. 
Emergency Brake: Holds wheels without excessive movement.

m. 
Horn: Activates when depressed.

n. 
Seat Belts: -Free of frayed cord and readily available for passenger use.  Inertia lock allows belt to be

extended for use.

o. 
Rearview Mirror: No breaks or cracks.

p. 
Tires: No slick spots or exposed cords.  At least 1/16 inches of tread remaining.

q. 
Exhaust System: No holes in system or exhaust leakage.  System is intact as designed for the vehicle.

r. 
Steering: Less than 1/2 inch free play in steering.

s. 
Body: Free of corrosion or damage with both bumpers intact.

t. 
Fluid & Leaks: Visually check for fluid leaks and coolant level.
